In June of 2009, the first Bowl-a-thon for Camp Hermosa was held - an event 
orchestrated to create a fund for economically disadvantaged children to attend 
camp.  Alina was recognized as the top fund raiser. Alina’s achievement was not 
surprising, given her passion for children and those in need.
