Don't leave on a bad note or by saying hurtful things since you might not get a
chance to say you're sorry.

2). Love the unloved and reach out to those who do not have what we have. He was talking
about his son’s shooter and how many people didn't recognize the warning signs before it was
too late.

It was a good evening
with lots of laughs, some tears and a building excitement toward Hermosa's future.
